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WKC Process

ÅDistricts assign MOA IRNs to students based on Full Academic Year 
(FAY) criteria that are specific to assessment requirements

ÅDistricts report student EMIS data that is used in WKC calculations 
(How Received, Sent To, LEP, etc.) 

ÅWKC Reports contain WKC IRNs and WKC Result Codes assigned 
based on district data
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Majority of Attendance IRNs
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Assigning MOA IRNs

ÅIRN of the building or district where a student is continuously 
enrolled from the Friday of the first full week of October through the 
MOA End Date 

ÅThis timeframe is referred to as a Full Academic Year (FAY)

ÅDistricts should update the MOA IRN as each MOA date passes and  
should not wait for the final date to populate all records

ÅLocated on the Student Attributes ςNo Date (FN) Record

ÅNot used for JVSDs

ÅESCs must report MOA IRNs for preschool students 
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MOA End Dates 
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MOA End Dates are based on assessment requirements, not whether 
student actually took the test

MOA IRN Levels 

ÅBuilding Level - Student continuously enrolled in one building in the 
district for the FAY
ÅReport the building IRN

ÅDistrict Level - Student continuously enrolled in the district for the FAY 
but enrolled in multiple buildings
ÅReport the district IRN

ÅState Level - Student not continuously enrolled for a FAY
ÅReport ******
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MOA IRNs 

ÅMust be a building or district IRN that belongs to the reporting entity

ÅResident/Sending district reports the building IRN the student would 
attend in the district for the following students 
ÅSchool aged student educated at an ESC

ÅPost Secondary student

ÅStudent educated at County Board of Developmental Disabilities

ÅJoint Vocational School Student

ÅContract Career Technical Student 
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FAY Exception

ÅA student who is enrolled as of the Friday of the first full week of 
October, then leaves the district, and then returns to the district prior 
to the end of the school year will be considered as continuously 
enrolled for a FAY if reported with these codes
ÅCE - Court ordered institutional placement in a facility as defined by 

ORC §2151.65 or §2152.41

ÅCI - All court ordered institutional placements other than foster care 
and facilities defined by ORC §2151.65 or §2151.41

ÅNI - Non-court ordered or foster care institutional placement 
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Gen Issues MOA Error 

027 Majority of Attendance ςRoll-up to the State 

ÅError occurs when 20% or more of students have a MOA that roll-
up to the state

responsible building
ÅReport an Accountability IRN to count the student at the responsible 

building on the Student Attributes ςNo Date (FN) Record

ÅMust be enrolled for a FAY to report anything other than ******

ÅTo report an Accountability IRN, the MOA IRN must be a building

ÅIf not applicable, report an Accountability IRN of ******

IRNs can be viewed or exported for data verification

ÅHave students who were not 
enrolled for a FAY been reported 
with an MOA IRN of ******?

ÅHave accountability IRNs been 
assigned correctly?

MOA IRNs and Accountability 
IRNs should be assigned and 
carefully reviewed for 
accuracy as these are a critical 
element in the WKC process.
